6. AWARD OF BID & SIGNING OF CONTRACT:
The bidder, whose bid is accepted by MMTC, shall be communicated about the acceptance of his bid. Bidder shall sign the contract and return to MMTC, Chennai within 3 (three) working days of issuance.  In case of delay in signing the contract by the bidder, MMTC may forfeit the EMD and award the contract to any other bidder. 7. VALIDITY OF BID:

9. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES : 
In the case of delay on the part of  the bidder for clearance of the  cargo beyond 1 (one ) clear working  day from  the  date of receipt of clearance from MMTC,  penalty imposed by Customs for delay in filing of Bill Of Entry as per customs notifications from time to time will be to the account of the bidder. In case ,the clearance of goods are delayed by more than 10 days or the free time allowed by the shipping line, MMTC will make the alternative arrangement for clearance of goods from any other CHA and all losses/costs incurred due to delay in addition  to the penalty as mentioned at clause (2) above  will  be solely to CHA account. The same shall be recovered from CHA from EMD or any other money payable to CHA which can be appropriated for any recovery.

10. INDEMNITY :

The Bidder shall keep MMTC indemnified at all times against any claims/ liabilities/ proceedings etc., from any third party or otherwise arising out/ or in connection with this Tender.

11. MMTC does not guarantee for any volume of work or any pattern of services at any time or throughout the period of contract. 12.  OTHER CONDITIONS: 
The CHA shall not sublet, transfer or assign the contract or any part thereof to anybody without consent of MMTC. The CHA, in advance, shall keep MMTC and nominated surveyor informed about the operations to enable to depute their representatives.
i. CHA shall be fully responsible for the safety of the cargo as long as the cargo remains in their custody.  CHA will be responsible for the custody of the cargo till it is deposited with MMTC nominated warehouse and shall indemnify MMTC for the cost of cargo as determined by MMTC, in case there occurs any qualitative and/or quantitative loss of the cargo during the course their handling. Any loss, damages and or additional expenses incurred to MMTC on account of the negligence of the CHA will be duly recovered. i.e. EMD deposited by CHA be liable for appropriation of any amount becomes recoverable by MMTC under this contract at sole discretion of MMTC. The decision as quantum of penalty to be imposed on CHA on this account shall be decided by MMTC and shall be final and binding on CHA. 
ii. MMTC will have exclusive right to appoint one or more CHAs for any/all services mentioned herein at identical rates and to divide the work between such CHAs, in any manner. No claim shall be raised by CHAs against MMTC on this account.
iii. The EMD shall be liable for forfeiture, if the party after submitting the quotation resiles/backs out from his offer or modifies the terms and conditions thereof.
iv. No interest is paid on EMD/security deposits.  EMD will be returned to unsuccessful bidders within 7 (seven) working days of finalization of tender.
v. The appointment is for a period of two years from the date of the agreement with option to extend for a period of 3 months/one year or as per MMTC's requirement thereafter. The extension shall be with mutual consent and shall be in writing.
vi. The scope and pre-requisites given above are only illustrative and not exhaustive.  The CHA will be required to perform /carry out all the said functions and related ancillary work thereto, for which tender is floated.  The rates quoted shall be valid for extended period, as well.





13. FORCE MAJEURE:

i. During continuance of the Contract, either party  shall not be held liable or responsible for any loss, claims or demand of any nature whatsoever, and shall not be deemed in breach of the contract because of any delay or failure in observing or performing any of the conditions or provisions in whole or part thereof, if such delay or failure is caused by or arises out of any circumstances whatsoever beyond either party control including (but without limiting the generality of the foregoing) declared or undeclared war, hostility, civil commotion, quarantine, sabotage, blockade, revolution, police action, riots or disorders, embargoes  or  trade  restrictions  of  any  sort,  Government  or  quasi  Government action, acts of God, fire, flood, earthquakes, storms, tides or tidal waves, explosion, accident, radiation, strike, lockouts, or other disputes or epidemic.
ii. If the operation of such conditions continues to exceed three month, either party shall have the right to refuse further performance of the agreement in which case neither party shall have the right to raise any claims/damages.
iii. The party which is unable to fulfill its engagement shall immediately inform the other party of the existence and of the termination of the circumstances preventing the performance of their obligation.
14. SOLE ARBITRATION CLAUSE: 
Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between the parties out of or relating to the construction, meaning, scope operation or effect of this contract or the validity or the breach thereof shall be settled by arbitration by a sole arbitrator to be nominated by Chairman and Managing Director (CMD) of MMTC.  The provisions of Arbitration and Conciliation Act-1996 shall apply to such arbitration proceedings.  The venue of arbitration shall be Chennai.
15. FRAUD PREVENTION:

(1) Commitments of the Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) / Buyer(s) / Vendor(S): The Bidder(s) / Contractor(s) / Buyer(s) / Vendor(S) shall be bound to take all measures necessary to prevent Fraud and Corruption while dealing with MMTC. They agree and undertake to observe the principles/ provisions as laid down in “Fraud Prevention Policy” of MMTC (full text of which is available on MMTC’s website at www.mmtclimited.gov.in) during their participation in the tender process, during the execution of contract and in any other transaction with MMTC.


(a) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Buyer(s)/Vendor(S) shall not, directly or through any other person or firm, offer, promise or give or otherwise allow any of MMTC’s employees any material or other benefit which he/she is not legally entitled to, in order to obtain in exchange any advantage of any kind whatsoever during the tender process or during the execution of the contract.


(b) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Buyer(s)/Vendor(S) shall not enter with other Bidders into any undisclosed agreement or understanding, whether formal or informal. This applies in particular to prices, specifications, certifications, subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of bids or any other actions to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelization in the bidding process.

If the bidder fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Agreement/work order; and if the bidder, in either of the above circumstances, does not remedy his failure within a period of 7 days (or such longer period as MMTC may authorize in writing) after receipt of the default notice from MMTC. 
iv. MMTC has the right to reject any offer from bidder/s who has defaulted in the past with MMTC. Bidder with non satisfactory service with MMTC in the past may be disqualified at the sole discretion of MMTC.
