3. THE IEM HAS THE RIGHT TO ACCESS WITHOUT RESTRICTION TO ALL TRADE/
PROJECT RELATED DOCUMENTATION OF MMTC. THE BUYER(S)/VENDOR(S)
/BIDDER(S) WILL ALSO GRANT THE IEM, UPON HIS REQUEST AND DEMONSTRATION
OF A VALID INTEREST, UNRESTRICTED AND UNCONDITIONAL ACCESS TO HIS
TRADE/PROJECT DOCUMENTATION. THE IEM IS UNDER CONTRACTUAL OBLIGATION
